 On March 29 and 30, 2010, CLS staff and students participated in a school census.  A census is a collection of infor-

mation that tells about the people participating.  We learned a lot about you. 

The most popular pet for CLS staff and students is a dog.  A cat is second.  Forty-seven participants have no pet.  The 

chart below shows all participant responses. 

We have a wide variety of favorites when it comes to school subjects.  Leading all subjects, art was the favorite for 67 partici-

pants.
